In August of 1985, I came to work for UMHB on a full-time basis as an Associate Professor of Education.  In addition to teaching the special education courses dealing with Learning and Behavior Disorders, Mental Retardation, Assessment of Exceptional Students, and Theories of Learning for Secondary and Elementary Education, I was responsible for administrative duties for Generic Special Education.  I taught a graduate course in Psychology of Learning that was cross-listed with courses in the graduate Psychology Department when the Graduate School expanded to include the Master of Arts Degree.  I also wrote the Professional Counselor Certification Program and the Professional Educational Diagnostician Certification Program and represented the University before the Texas State Board of Education when these programs were approved.  I served on the committee that wrote the application for the Graduate Program in Education and the Graduate Program in Psychology.  I prepared the information for the Texas State Board for Professional Counselors and facilitated the approval of the graduate program to allow our graduates to sit for the Licensed Professional Counselor examination.  During these years, I was a member of the graduate faculty in the School of Education, Department of Education, and in the School of Arts and Sciences, Department of Psychology.  

Graduate students of mine enrolled in the academic core each spring semester were required to carry out a research project that had been designed during the previous semester.  Each student was required to attempt publication of an appropriate presentation of the research, usually in the form of an article of about 1500 words.  One to three students successfully published their work each spring semester.


In 1990, I was promoted to the rank of Professor and granted Tenure.  At that time I changed assignments so that I became the Director of Counseling and Testing and continued teaching half time in the Graduate Psychology and Counseling Program. 


During the years 1990 through 1994, I served as the Chair of the Administrative Section for the reaccreditation self-study.

It was my responsibility to develop a full-time staffed office to provide counseling and testing services for students at the University.  The program for services to disabled students was developed and implemented, and a booklet was developed to give information about an expanded credit-by-examination program.  A facility to house the programs was built during the renovation of the Mabee Student Center, and it was my responsibility to provide consultation on the development of the facility.  During these four years I practiced counseling as an L.P.C.

I continued teaching half time in the Graduate Psychology and Counseling Program.  The program grew to need a full-time counselor and other staff.  If I stayed in the position, I would not be able to continue to teach because of the demands of the work and the needs of the growing number of students who live on campus.  I was allowed to go back to full-time teaching.

I was administratively responsible for the undergraduate Psychology programs and the Graduate programs in Psychology and Counseling.  I taught a variety of undergraduate courses during the day class hours, and graduate evening classes.  During these years, the practicum courses were expanded to include a regularly scheduled academic component as well as the field placements for counseling and related services practice.  Internship classes were begun for the new Licensed Specialist in School Psychology graduate program that was developed in detail in 1997 by the current Chairman of the Graduate Psychology and Counseling Department.

During these years, I have been responsible for teaching History and Systems of Psychology, Social Psychology, and Psychological Tests and Measurement, all of which are taught undergraduate and graduate. Psychology of Leadership, Learning Theory, Industrial and Organizational Psychology, and other undergraduate courses have been taught. Individual Intelligence Testing—Wechsler and Social and Cultural Foundations have been taught at the graduate level.  Each semester, including the extended summer session, Practicum and Internship classes and experiences are taught and/or supervised.
